¶ Residency: All applicants must be residents of the Tri-County area. Residency status may be a part of specific scholarship criteria. Active 

military personnel and their dependents may be the exception.  
¶ School. Please list your elementary school, middle school, and high school attended in the Tri-County area. Some scholarships are specific to 

schools attended.  

Section II: Financial Information 
¶ THIS SECTION IS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT AND IS REQUIRED

¶ Please submit your Career Goal Narrative and Resume from your Senior Portfolio, modified as appropriate for your selection of scholarships. 

All St. Mary’s County Public Schools students should have written these documents as a part of their Senior Portfolio. Your Career Goal 
Narrative will serve as your personal statement/essay for the Common Application.  

¶ If you are not a St. Mary’s County Public School Student, then prepare and include a Personal Statement/essay that is equivalent of the 
above. Please include information about yourself and your future plans to include the following: What career field you have decided to pursue, 
(If you have not decided on one career, write on the field of study that interests you the most.) what prompted your interest in this career, 
when you decided that this career field was right for you, what classes you have taken to assist you in achieving your career choice, what you 
have learned so far that will help you in this profession. If you have participated in extracurricular activities include what lessons participation 
has taught you (teamwork, leadership, skills, etc.). If employed, include what your jobs have taught you that will be useful in the future, and 
include how you will affect the community in which you live after achieving your career goal.  

¶ Specific scholarships may require a personal statement/essay with a different topic. If an additional essay is required, the scholarship is listed 
in the section Scholarships with Additional Requirements, and the topic for the essay is specified.
